ORDER
As per the GO read as I't paper above, full time language

teachers securing inter-district transf'er should take rank as junior-most part-
time language teachers in the district to which they are transferred. It was
ordered in the GO read as second paper above that the part-time language
teachers who have put in 5 years of serv'ice and have 8 periods of work shall be
made available full-time benefit. The lnter-district transferees were also given
the benefit of full-time' even though their rank will be as junior-most part-time
in the new district. Several representations have been received in Government
against the guidelines for inter-district transfer of language teachers as per the
GO read as l't paper above.

2) Government have examined the matter in detail and are pleased to
order that the request for inter-district transfer of part-time language teachers
shall be considered only after all the language teachers appointed or o. before
the appointment of inter-district transferee in the district to which the transfer
requested, have been promoted as full time language teachers.

3) The above GO read as 1'r paper above stands modified to the
above extent.
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
